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1 | The 2nd China Changchun International Ceramics Symposium

Located in northeastern China, Changchun became well known due to the Changchun World
Sculpture Park (http://scenery.cultural-china.com/en/122Scenery9580.html) since 2003. It says:
"Changchun Municipal People's Government and the National Guiding Committee for Urban
Sculpture Construction began to hold the annual Changchun International Sculpture Exhibition
from 1997. Over the past nine exhibitions, Changchun has accumulated 439 pieces of sculptures
made by 395 well-known sculptors from 212 countries around the world."

Ceramists from 13 countries have been selected to participate in the 2nd China Changchun
International Ceramics Symposium. It will run from July 20th to August 10th 2012, and will be




co-hosted by the Changchun Municipal Government and Jilin Institute of Arts. The countries
are: USA, Australia, New Zealand, Czech, Poland, Russia, Slovenia, Egypt, Lesotho, India,
Korea, Thailand and China. The hosts paid off our round-trip international air fare,
accommodation, and transportation, and paid in cash 8,000RMB to each artist (about $1,270
USD). It was a good event for meeting artists from all over the world and learning about
cultures from different nations. One of the most impressive parts was the school volunteers; they
helped me prepare my clay and decorate my artworks.

Christa Assad is a full-time ceramicist based in Berkeley. She teaches and exhibits
internationally, creating both useful and sculptural pieces that begin on the potter's wheel but
move beyond the round.
